 
Bottoms Up 2024:  League Info and Rules

Given the fledgling nature of this league we expect some bumps and adjustments to the initial rules as we go.  You all will have thoughts and ideas that will help us improve the league making it more enjoyable for all.
WHERE:	Cherokee Ridge Golf Course / 1850 Tuskegee Place 80915
WHEN:		Monday Evenings / May 6th – September 30th, 2024
TIMES: 		4:50pm / 5:00pm / 5:10pm
GREEN FEE:	$21 (pay at the course when you arrive)
LEAGUE FEE:	$10 (this is the league commissioner’s beer fund)

INFO
1. We have three consecutive tee times each Monday evening:  
a. 4:50pm / 5:00pm / 5:10pm  
b. Nine holes each night on the ‘regulation’ course.  
c. We play the “front” nine (white/red tee boxes)
d. Twelve players per night maximum.  We do want to use all three tee times so a minimum of 10 players per night would be swell.
2. Course green fees: 
a. Pay at the course when you arrive for your league round.
b. Tell the desk you are with the ‘Bottoms Up’ league when you pay.
c. There is a punch card option where you can pay for $85 for 5 rounds ($17 per)
3. Double Ace Golf App:
a. We will use the “Double Ace Golf” app to manage the league.
b. Web/Android/iOS:  https://app.doubleacegolf.com/login
c. Live scoring option – we will play with this as we go and see how effective it is.
4. End of season awards:
a. Will present these at the course on the last night (09/30/24).

RULES
1. Local rules apply for OB and other…. yada yada:
a. Reference the score card if you need to.
b. You can ‘roll it’ (the ball) – if in the fairway to get a better lie.
c. You cannot pick the ball up and cannot move it closer to the hole.
2. Handicapping:
a. Nine-hole handicap established after three rounds played and at 100%.
b. Adjusted each round after the minimum of three are played.  The three rounds do not need to be over consecutive weeks.
3. Tee boxes:
a. Men = White
b. Women = Red (minimally) can play White if desired
c. You aren’t committed to a tee box for the duration of the league schedule, however, stay with the same tee box for the duration of each round of nine holes.

4. Mulligans:
a. One per round at a cost of $1.
b. It can be used anywhere – green included.
5. Weekly scorecards:
a. One person from each group/tee time tracks and turns in scores for all players in that group. We will do this until we are good with the app we are using to track scores.
b. Please track mulligans and closet to the pin. The last group (5:10pm tee time) returns the closest to the pin cards/markers from the two par three holes.
6. Individual Stableford scoring (based on net hole score):
a. Double Eagle = 5 points
b. Eagle = 4 points
c. Birdie = 3 points
d. Par = 2 points
e. Bogey = 1 point
f. Double Bogey+ = 0 points
g. NOTE: If you shoot your handicap, you generally score 18 pts for that round.
h. NOTE: Maximum gross score for a hole is double-par.  Please pick up at this point…Russ.
7. Closest to the pin:
a. Yes…. The ball must be on the green to count)
b. A bonus point is awarded in the weekly scoring for closest on each par 3.
8. Skins game (weekly):
a. $5 entry each week paid before the round starts…cash only.
b. Skins game will start on week 4 
c. You need to have established a league handicap to participate.
d. Skin based on net hole score.
e. Two tying will split skin.  Three or more tying rolls over to next hole. 
9. League standings:
a. Based on average points scored per round (Stableford scoring)
b. Minimum number of rounds needed for end-of-season award eligibility = 11
10. “Gimmies”:
a. Generally, inside the grip (lower end) of a standard-length putter.
b. No gimmies if playing the skins game….
